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Cut out the rectangle as one piece and fold on the dotted line. Give the piece a
title and/or artwork. Inside (opposite the “glue here” side), write your information.
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Cut around solid lines. Fold on dotted lines so the pictures are on the outside.
Write your own info on the inside or glue the info boxes into the pieces. These
pieces should be attached inside the government piece which is then attached to

your lapbook.

PARLIAMENT

Congress was the governing body of the Patriots
during the Revolution. America’s Congress is a
body of elected officials who represent the people
when making laws. America’s government is a
constitutional republic. We don’'t vote directly; we
vote for the people who vote on the matters of the
country. When making laws, they must follow the
Constitution.

Parliament was the governing body in
England at the time of the Revolution.
Parliament was the elected governing body
which made the laws with the head of their
government being the monarch, or King,
who was born to the role. The British have a
constitutional monarchy.
